RULES

2.   Size must not exceed 36” x 48.”
3.   Work must be entirely that of the contestant.
4.   Contestant agrees to abide by the judge’s decision.
5.   Each entry must conform to U.S. safety regulations 

because the blankets will be used by children.
6.   All blankets become the property of the Benton 

Franklin Fair and will be given to local hospitals.
7.   Enter in Classes F, G, L, N, O and specify for the 

Baby Blanket Contest.

U.S. GOVERNMENT SAFETY REGULATIONS
1.    Avoid any sharp edges or protrusions that could hurt a child.
2.   Make sure all trimmings are secure so that a child cannot 

pull them off.
3.   No buttons or other items that can be swallowed may

be used.
